Administered by CORE, the Coalition for Residential Excellence, the awards are sponsored by the Milton Hershey School. Judges are individuals from the residential field who rank all submitted nominations with personal and program information removed. The awards honor outstanding staff, students, and supporters whose tireless dedication and steadfast contributions exemplify the essence of Residential Excellence: affording youth from all backgrounds the opportunities to help them navigate a solid course in education, career, relationships…and in life.

To make a nomination:
1) Nominations should be made from the categories under Award Descriptions (included with form). *Nominations can be made from each of the categories; however, no more than three categories (including one student award) will be awarded per organization.

3) Nominations must be received by June 15, 2019.

Catherine Hershey Award Houseparent/Houseparents of the Year:  Houseparent(s) who shows a high level of dedication to the students in their care. Houseparent(s) goes beyond the call of duty in order to ensure the physical, emotional, and general well-being of their students.
Catherine Hershey Award Administrator of the Year:  An administrator or supervisor who demonstrates extraordinary dedication to and success with the students, staff and program/school in his/her care. At the same time, he/she is open to sharing experience, resources, and ideas with people outside his/her program/school in order to improve the field of residential education.

Catherine Hershey Award Educator of the Year:  To honor and reward outstanding educators for the quality of their teaching, their professional leadership, their engagement with families and the community, and their potential for even greater contributions to the healthy development of children.
Catherine Hershey Award Alumnus of the Year:  An alumnus who shows outstanding commitment to his/her alma mater.
